Fire Drill Procedure 
 During a fire drill your children are still un-

der the supervision of LFA.  Therefore, as Director 

I am required to get a count to make sure all of the 

students have left the building in the case of a real 

emergency. Your child must remain with their 

teacher in order for her to get an accurate count.  

You may join your child, but please remain with 

his/her teacher.  

 It is our priority to get the children out of 

the building during a fire drill or real emergency.  It 

is protocol for the Director to do a final check of 

Little Flyers Academy before exiting and be the 

last one out of the daycare.  Although I appreciate 

your help no one is allowed back into Little Flyers 

after it has been deemed clear of children/

individuals and the door is shut. We do have emer-

gency preparations available if we need to remain 

outdoors for an extended period of time.  We keep 

emergency kits in our shed and you are welcome to 

keep a spare coat in a gallon size plastic bag, la-

beled with your child’s name, in our emergency 

box.   

If directed to leave you must sign your child out.
